THE PEKING ACROBATS
musicians played traditional Chinese instruments with the Hollywood Bowl Orchestra as the acrobats
infused Bowl audiences with their powerful maneuvers in a multi-cultural, multi-media spectacular.
Between the ‘fireworks’ on stage and the ‘fireworks’ in the air, audiences experienced theatrical
alchemy at its finest!

Since their Hollywood Bowl debut, THE PEKING ACROBATS have performed with some of the
most prestigious symphony orchestras in North America today and include the Atlanta Symphony
Orchestra, the Ravinia Festival Orchestra, featuring members of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra, the
San Diego Symphony Orchestra, the Cincinnati Pops Orchestra, the Buffalo Philharmonic Orchestra,
and the San Francisco Symphony Orchestra. In the Fall of 2008, THE PEKING ACROBATS were
invited to return to the Hollywood Bowl where they performed with the Hollywood Bowl Orchestra as
Special Guest Artists. No doubt, these engagements will lead to many other such performances with
symphony orchestras across the US and, in between their theatre tours, THE PEKING ACROBATS
continue to bring their unique artistry to a completely new audience of theatrical patrons.

In February of 2005, THE PEKING ACROBATS premiered in Italy where they astounded Italian
audiences with their incredible talents while on their five-week, twelve-city tour that took them to Milan,
Pisa, Bologna, Naples and many other fascinating and exciting cities within Italy. The performers
endeared themselves to the Italian audiences where they performed stellar shows to sold-out crowds.
Their opening in Milan was a spectacular media event that was covered nationally by the Italian press.
All of Italy knew that THE PEKING ACROBATS had come to entertain the Italian people with their
ancient artistry!

In December of 2006, THE PEKING ACROBATS returned to Europe for another six-week tour
of the Netherlands, Belgium, and Italy. Sparked by their tremendous success during their 2005 tour of
Italy, this second European tour took them to many exciting and fascinating locales, where they
enjoyed sharing their ancient artistry with an ever-widening European audience. They visited
Amsterdam and many Dutch cities within the Netherlands, as well as Brugge in Brussels and several
cities they had yet to visit in Italy. THE PEKING ACROBATS were so popular, that the show was
booked again for yet another, third European tour that same year! They returned to Italy and the
Netherlands in October of 2007 and on this tour, they performed for new audiences in those countries
and, for the first time ever, audiences in Switzerland were also able to witness their fascinating brand of
artistry!



Their affinity for and popularity with European audiences does not end there, however, as in
December of 2008, THE PEKING ACROBATS returned to Europe, again, this time for their Fourth
European Tour. Here, again, is another triumph for THE PEKING ACROBATS as they share their
incredible talents, abilities, and culture with ever-widening audiences, building their reputation as the
finest Chinese acrobatic troupe in the world! THE PEKING ACROBATS have already been booked to
return to Europe for their fifth consecutive tour, such is the level to which the performers have endeared
themselves to the European audiences. So, it is no surprise that they are asked to return there by
popular demand, again and again. The warmth and appreciation of the European people makes THE
PEKING ACROBATS feel right at home and the future holds many more such successful tours for THE
PEKING ACROBATS, much to the delight of their growing numbers of European fans!

THE PEKING ACROBATS are expanding their global reach even further, with performances in
Antalya, Turkey. IAl Presentations has produced a special unit of THE PEKING ACROBATS,
contracted to perform there over the next three years, during the summer seasons, May through
October. With this engagement, THE PEKING ACROBATS are the featured performers at several
major resort hotel venues throughout the Antalya area, a Near-Eastern playground for the rich and
famous. These bookings and others like them continue to establish THE PEKING ACROBATS as a
truly internationally renowned ensemble, performing for widely varied audiences the world over.

THE PEKING ACROBATS ability to perform the astounding is rooted in centuries of Chinese
history and folk art. Records of acrobatic acts can be found as early as the Ch'in Dynasty (221 B.C. -
207 B.C.). In fact, the name China is actually derived from the Ch’in Dynasty. According to Fu Qifeng,
author of Chinese Acrobatics Through the Ages, acrobatics originated from the people's daily life,

drawing from their experiences in work, war, and sacrificial rites. During the Warring States Period,
acrobatics became widespread. It was believed that practicing acrobatics could steal people's will,
increase their physical strength and the accuracy of their movements.

During the Han Dynasty (207 B.C. - 220 A.D.), acrobatics flourished, and the wide variety of
juggling, tumbling, and magic acts came to be known as the "Hundred Entertainments.” It was at this
time, according to Fu Qifeng, that Emperor Wu Di of the Han Dynasty presented the first grand
acrobatic performance at the Imperial Court.



THE PEKING ACROBATS have also been expanding their reach in the Corporate and Special
Events milieu, performing for such prestigious clients as Johnson & Johnson Medical in Beijing, China;
Unisys Corporation in Macau, China; the Smithsonian Institute Associates in Washington, DC; the
International Monetary Convention in Beijing, China; Ferrari/Maserati of Beverly Hills, California; Lucent
Technologies and Pepsi-Cola in Hawaii. In addition to these engagements, they have been the
featured entertainment at private events at such prestigious venues as the Museum of Natural History
in New York City and the Bellagio Hotel and Casino in Las Vegas, Nevada, among many others.
These private performances are a logical outgrowth of the tradition of Chinese acrobatics, which began
centuries ago as entertainments designed to impress Heads of State in ancient times.

The Emperor Wu Di invited a number of important foreign dignitaries, thus making this
performance the first time in Chinese history that acrobatic art was presented for diplomatic purposes.
The foreign guests were so impressed by what they saw that they agreed to enter into military alliances
with the Han Emperor.

In China today, professional acrobatic troupes have many outlets for showcasing their talents.
Some appear on Chinese television shows as the broadcast industry in China has expanded to include
several television channels featuring diverse programming. Some travel throughout China bringing
their own unique costumes, stage props, and acrobatic styles to factories, villages, army units, remote
areas, and frontier outposts. Still others have formed joint ventures with Theme Parks as an
economically thriving China has fostered the growth of their own family entertainment industry, where
they perform seasonally as part of the theme park’s entertainment, much like here in the U.S. As time
goes by, it is telling that the Chinese Acrobatic tradition just gets stronger, due to the continued
innovation of the artists and the endless enthusiasm from their adoring public.

After ten or eleven years of extensive tutoring, often beginning as early as age 5 or 6, the
student will join a professional troupe, usually a citywide organization that draws its members
regionally. Only the best acrobats find themselves members of an elite world-touring troupe such as
THE PEKING ACROBATS. For centuries, dating back to the Ch'in Dynasty (221 B.C. - 207 B.C)),
Chinese acrobats have continued to perfect an evolving folk art form. Tradition demands that each

generation of acrobats add its own improvements and embellishments.

Each new movement or action takes many years to practice and perfect. Those who have seen
THE PEKING ACROBATS on any of their previous tours can be assured that they will see new,
exciting acts and new twists to their old favorites! It is telling that the Chinese Acrobatic tradition just
gets stronger, due to the continued innovation of the artists and the endless enthusiasm from their
adoring public.
