Acrobats cast spell
on Texas Hall crowd

Troupe leaves fans
aghast, delighted

Wise dragons, kittenish lions and
sprightly pandas appeared on campus.

The Shangri-La Chinese Acrobats per-
formed Tuesday in Texas Hall to a cap-
tive audience kept in their seats by
strong bows, swords and knives.

The performance opened with a drag-
on that seemed to have a fireball stuck in
its throat, but no smoke or fire was seen.
L.ater in the performance, fire encircled
hoops of knives as brave, or stupid, male
acrobats jumped through the lethal con-
traption blindfolded.

One acrobat had a gift with paper
by tearing a tube, he made a ladder.
Edward Scissorhands is nothing com-
pared to this guy.

Then there was the human Chinese
finger puzzle. Two contortionists stuck
their backsides into a tube with their
head, feet and arms hanging out. Don 1
try this at home, how will you explain it
to 9- 1—]?

Remember Jughead from the Archie

comics? Well, someone resembling his
relative was throwing and twirling a huge
garden pot on his head. Acrobats also
threw, juggled and contorted their bodies
while in the possession of bowls.

Lions prowled and playfully stalked
the audience, amid much delight and
laughter as the show was brought out into
the seats. Audience participation was
encouraged.

The presentation concluded by stack-
ing chairs on precarious perches into a
huge tower comprised of acrobats per-
forming handstands.

The exhibition of human ingenuity in
acrobatics, comedy, dance and dare-dev-
ilism was a seamless whole. The perfor-
mance caused an aura of rapture to flow
over the crowd. The audience responded
with a standing ovation of tsunami type
proportions and a cacophony of applause.

The dazzling stars of the Shangri-La
Chinese acrobats brought as much beauty
and ecstasy as the aurora borealis.

The audience was enchanted by their
magical spell and eagerly awaits their
return.

Chinese acrobats’ skill,
precision wow crowd

They seemed to defy every law
of gravity.

And in between, there was a few
illusions, a bunch of stunts and a lot of
thrilling fun as the Shangri-La Chinese
Acrobats performed at the Strand
Theatre on Friday.

A colorful Chinese dragon
opened the show before two young
girls performed don’t-try-this-at-home
stunts that probably made some parents
with children in the audience nervous.

In one of a series of feats the
pair performed, one of the girls laid on
her back bouncing then spinning her
younger partner around on her feet.

Two long belts suspended from
the ceiling were the means for several
balancing acts, as four men hoisted
themselves in the air and sometimes
balanced off each other. One acrobat
held onto the belts while twirling him-
self higher and higher in the air.

Each feat was performed with
precision and grace regardless of how
much agility and concentration it
appeared to take.

During one scene, a man riding
around in circles on a bicycle was soon
joined by nine others.

In one of the more daring feats,
three of the acrobats jumped through
three hoops lined with knives while two
hoops were ablaze. To add to the sus-
pense, they repeated the stunt while
blindfolded.

High above the stage, one
younger performer swung on a hoop
doing handstands and balancing dishes
on her head. Each act seemed to top
itself. Just when it appeared they
couldn’t outdo themselves, they did.

It was a fast-paced show that
had to be seen to be believed.

The group is touring the U.S. for
the 20th time.
